· Collect an example from a newspaper, magazine, internet, or other source in which a graph appears to have been presented in an intentionally deceptive or grossly misleading/ confusing manner.  

· Identify the source from which the graph was taken, explain briefly the ways in which the graph seems to have been poorly presented.

· Redraw the graph so that it is less distorted or a better representation of the data.

· Remember, your concern is the graph itself, not the data or how the data was collected.  
· An original or photocopy of the original graph MUST be included and LAMINATED(8.5x11) 
· You may use front and back. Original on one side and correct redrawn graph on the back side.
· Show me your graph before you laminate.
· You get 2 weeks to complete this.
